Applicants must be participants in and ultimately complete graduation from Hoover High School’s Academy of Information Technology.  Applicants must be 
available for interviews by the scholarship selection committee. 
 

 
This scholarship is merit based, so please include the following information in your application.  The scholarship selection committee will consider work 
responsibilities, first person in your family to attend college, family responsibilities, service to the community and to the Academy, participation in Academy 
events and a commitment to pursuing a College Degree.  All Information on this application will be kept strictly confidential  
 
 
Requirements of the Scholarship: 

 GPA 2.5 or higher 
 Community Service of 40 hours or more completed 

 Completed three technology courses while in the Academy 
 Completed at least one internship experience in the Academy (Only internships outside of school or TSS 3-4 will be considered.) 

 College/University selected and applied to 
 Completed applications must be received no later than March 31, 2008.   

 
Post recipient - requirements of the Scholarship 

If you are awarded the scholarship you will receive it in two installments.  The first installment will be pay to your school, college, or university upon proof of 
registration provided to Hoover High School’s counseling office.  The second installment will be sent to your school, college, or university based on the 
completion of the following: 
 

 Attend the Alumni Forum at Hoover High School on Thursday, October 30, 2008 at 3:30 pm 
 If out of town, you will be provided a written response form to be completed prior to the meeting on October 30, 2008. 

 

COMPLETING YOUR APPLICATION 
 

All 6 parts must be included or the application will be incomplete and not considered for a scholarship award: 
 

1. Cover sheet (include name, student ID and e-mail address) 
2. Scholarship application entirely complete including personal, academic, and extracurricular information 
3. Essay (One page - 1” margins, 12 pt. font in Times New Roman, 1.5 line spacing) 
4. High School Transcript 
5. Letter of Recommendation (1) 
6. Evaluation Form (1) 

 

Be sure to attach any additional pages to the back of the scholarship application.  Please keep a copy of your completed application for your records. 
 

Letter of Recommendation/Evaluation Form 
One letter of recommendation and one evaluation are required.  A teacher at Hoover High School must write the letter of recommendation.  The 
evaluation form (attached on back) must be completed by an adult mentor who is not a teacher.  It is highly recommended that your Academy 
internship supervisor complete the evaluation form.  Make sure to include the letter and evaluation form with your application materials.
